3. No alcoholic beverages or the carrying of cans or bottles in the parade will be
permitted.

4. Please refrain from getting on or off vehicles or floats while the parade is in
progress.

5. Units with animals must clean up after their animals.

6. Weapons, firearms and/or explosives, including fire crackers, will not be
allowed.

7. All entries must be in good taste and reflect the “We’re All Green for the Day”

Theme. No offensive or lewd floats or signs will be allowed. Any inappropriate dress,
behavior and/or disruption of the event will not be tolerated.

8. No unsupervised youth.
9. Please make way for emergency vehicles, and cooperate with police and all Parade
Committee Staff. They are there to help you, assure everyone’s safety and help the
